Welsh Government Code of

The 
Council’s Policy & Resources Scrutiny Committee is 
requested to consider and comment on the proposal to 
sign up to the Code. In signing up, the County Council 
will agree to comply with 12 Commitments designed to 
eliminate modern slavery and support ethical 
employment practices. One of the commitments is to 
Appoint an Anti-Slavery and Ethical Employment 
Champion.
